The special meeting was called to order by the Mayor (Howard Lashuay) at 7:00 pm, followed by the pledge of allegiance. The meeting was called for the purpose of reviewing an increase in pay for the Emergency First Responders. 
Roll call: Mr. Shad Kendall, Mr. Bill Morey, Mr. Jeff Helberg, Mr. Mark Sheffer, Mr. Ronald Trumbull, and Mrs. Tammy McClellan present. 
The Fiscal Officer read Emergency Ordinance No. 2011-25, which was to amend Ordinance No. 2010-6 regarding the reward program for First Responder members of the Weston Fire Dept at the request of the Weston EMS. It proposed a change in the budget amount (which is divided up pro-rata) from $3,000 to $6,000. Mr. Kendall moved to suspend the rules, seconded by Mr. Morey, a roll call vote was taken: 5 ayes and 0 nays (Mr. Helberg abstained from voting due to his involvement with the Fire and EMS Departments). Mr. Kendall moved for passage, seconded by Mr. Sheffer, all 5 in favor, passed.  
The Fiscal Officer then read Emergency Ordinance No. 2011-26 to increase the permanent appropriations in the EMS Fund (2901) by $3,000 (in order to cover the approved difference). Mr. Sheffer moved to suspend the rules, seconded by Mr. Morey, a roll call vote was taken: 5 ayes and 0 nays (Mr. Helberg abstained). Mr. Sheffer moved for passage, seconded by Mr. Kendall, all in favor, passed. 
No further business, meeting adjourned at 7:02pm.  
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
