Dear Residents of Weston:

Be sure to mark your calendars with the following dates:

· Baseball Sign-ups will be held at the Village Hall on Saturday, February 18th from 10am-1pm, and Tuesday, February 21st from 6pm-8pm. Registration fees will be $10/child. (To access forms beforehand, go to www.westonohio.org > Our Community> Parks and Recreation> Baseball/Softball Program. There you’ll find the printable PDF version of the required form.)

· Don’t forget to vote in the March 6th Primary Election. Residents of Weston are to go to the American Legion Hall, where the polls will be open from 6:30am-7:30pm. 

· The next Brush Pick-up is scheduled for April 23-27th. Please have all brush to the curb by 7am that Monday morning, as crews will not return to a street once it has been serviced. Also remember that no leaves, garden waste, stumps, rose bushes, or branches exceeding 3” in diameter will be accepted. 

· This year’s Spring Clean-up (AKA “Heavy Trash Day”) will be held on May 4th (Friday ONLY). Please have all items to the curb by 7am. Tags for mattresses, tires, and Freon appliances can be purchased at the Village Hall during normal office hours. Please do not put out any yard waste, building materials, motor oil, paint, or any more than 6 bags of regular household trash. 

· Weston Community Garage Sales will be held on Friday, June 1st and Saturday, June 2nd, from 9am-5pm both days. To get your sale on the map (at no charge), call or drop by the Village Hall and register. Maps will be made available on Thursday evening (the 31st) at Main Street Station and the Weston Marathon. 

· The annual Weston Days Festival is scheduled for June 22 and 23rd. Come and enjoy the food, rides, music, vendors, and fun activities. The community-wide church service will then be held on Sunday, June 24th with a potluck to follow. 

Here are a few reminders and messages from the Mayor and Village Council:

· The Recycling trailer is at the Village Hall every fourth Saturday of the month from 10am-12pm. All proceeds from collection benefit the Weston Parks & Rec Department.
· Newspaper, magazines, computer paper, plastic bottles, steel cans, aluminum cans, and glass jars/bottles are accepted. Please be sure to separate all items.
· Do not bring cardboard, broken glass, wet newspaper, light bulbs, used motor oil, plastic bags, yard waste, drink boxes, wax cartons, polystyrene, or trash. 

· The Weston Parks & Recreation Board still has seats available. If interested in getting involved, please contact the Village office. 

· The Weston Festival Committee is still looking for volunteers to plan and organize the annual Weston Days Festival. To help, contact Sarah Easterwood at 419-308-1891.



· The deadline to file your local income taxes is Tuesday, April 17th. Weston’s income tax rate is 1% with 0% reciprocity credit for those working in other municipalities. Weston uses the Regional Income Tax Agency (RITA) for the collection of these taxes. They have advised us that they will no longer be mailing forms to individuals, in an effort to encourage residents to e-File their returns. However, if you would still like to use paper forms, you can pick these up at the Village Hall or Weston Library. Or you can print a PDF fill-in version from RITA’s website:

Please be advised that all who are expected to earn over $10,000/year and do not have these taxes withheld by their employer, estimated payments are required. For any income tax related questions, you can contact them directly by calling 1-800-860-7482. 

· We greatly appreciate your support on the November aggregation ballot issue. Now, in late February/early March, all residents should expect to receive an opt-out letter in the mail. If you do not wish to participate in the aggregation program, you’ll be able to call and “opt out”. However, if you do nothing, you’ll automatically be included and will soon start seeing the 3-6% savings on your Toledo Edison bill. For questions on this, please contact First Energy Solutions at 1-866-636-3749. 

· WSOS funding is still available for the removal of trees destroyed by the Emerald Ash Borer. Through this program, residents can receive up to 40% assistance for 2 trees per property. For more information go to www.wsos.org/program_details.php?id=63, or pick up your application at the Village Hall. 

· Snow Requirements: All property owners are required to keep their walks free of snow and ice. When accumulation exceeds 2 inches, this must be cleared within 24-hours or the Village will do so and then bill the charges to the property owner (see Weston Municipal Code, Section 174.05; Ordinance #’s 2008-29, 2008-30, and 2009-6). 

· Weeds/Grass Requirements: All property owners are required to keep weeds and grass trimmed and under control. When weeds/grasses exceed 5 inches in height, the Village will send notice to the property owner to take care of the matter. If it is not handled, the Village can then mow the property and bill the charges to the owner (see Weston Municipal Code, Section 174.03-04; Ordinance #’s 14-93, 20-04, and 2011-13). 

· As a courtesy to those who enjoy leisurely strolls around town, please keep your sidewalks edged, free of grass, and have overhanging branches trimmed.

All are welcome to attend our Village Council meetings, which are held on the 1st and 3rd Mondays of the month at 7pm (or on Tuesday, if the Monday falls on a federal holiday). You can also find the minutes from these meetings on our website at www.westonohio.org.
